The Crow Canyon Archaeological Center was formed in 1984 as a non-profit organization
dedicated to archaeological research and education. The Center has received grants from the
National Science Foundation, the National Geographic Society, the MNational
Endowment for the Humanities, and the Dr. Scholl Foundation. It was also a 1992 recipient of
the President’s Award for Historic Preservation.

Solstice Markers and the Anasazi Sky is led by Dr. McKim Malville, professor of astrophysics
al the University of Colorado and co-author of Preltistoric Astronomy in the Southwest. In
this program you have the opportunity to visit outstanding ancestral Puebloan (Anasazi) ruins
in southwestern Colorado while participating in first-hand research that records evidence of
observational astronomy.

River with an opportunity to observe how the Anasazi wove a knowledge of the heavens into
the fabric of their daily lives. Dr. Ray Williamson, acknowledged leader in the field of
archaepastronomy, joins this seminar for four days. Dr. Williamson is the author of several
books on archaeoastronomy including Living the Sky: The Cosmos of the American Indian. A
renowned Southwestern archaeologist also accompanies the seminar to interpret the ruins and
rock art you visit throughout the week. April 29-May 7, June 25-July3, July23-31, and
September 2-10, 1994. Cost is $1,825 US.
